The Transition Process:
Referral:

Nursing facility residents
may request transition
services for themselves, or a
referral for services may be
made by any concerned
individual such as a family
member, friend, or a social
worker.,

Interview:

An initial interview will be
conducted to obtain
information necessary to
begin the process. You will
also be asked
to sign an
informed
consent form.
At this time
additional
information about the
transition process will be
provided.

Assistance:

A transition coordinator will
be assigned to help you
throughout the fransition
process.

Plan Development:

A person-centered plan will
be developed

by you and the
transition
coordinator,
with help from
family
members and friends you
choose. The transition
process may take several
months to ensure a safe and
successful return to the
community.

Housing:

Help is available to adapt
your home or fo find
affordable, accessible
housing if you don't have a
place to live in the
community.
